Rotary Program:
Rotarian Tucky Elliott introduced the program of the day, “Goodwill Industries 50th

Anniversary”.  In introducing Rotarian John Dillworth, Tucky shared that John plays in two
bands, serves on numerous boards and even finds time to coach sports teams.  Following a 22-year
career at Kellogg, John decided for personal reasons to make a career change in 2000 and assumed
the Executive Director position at Goodwill Industries of Southwest Michigan.  Tucky served on
that search committee and could not be prouder of the accomplishments that John has made at
Goodwill in just five years not the least of which was turning a budget deficit into a surplus.

John shared with Rotarians the broad scope of programs that Goodwill Industries runs as well as
the organization’s reach in the six county area of southwest Michigan.  Some statistics:  the
building on Pitcher Street was donated by the Upjohn Company in 1960; recycler of more than
5,000,000 pounds of clothing per year; in partnership with Dell to recycle computers; their budget
of $18,000,000 is made up of just $25,000 from cash donations and Goodwill serves 1706 families
with 4,000 children in the KPS system.

Goodwill Industries is a business with a mission to help people build confidence through training
and to help them develop a support network.
