Program: Disability Resource Center

Jerry Albertson introduced Joel Cooper and his presentation. Jerry said while disability is no “beer and
skittles,” it is an adventure. He said that as a disabled person, he wants to have it both ways - to see
medical advances to reduce disabilities and to be accepted as he is. The Disability Resource Center is
about helping the individual maximize his/her potential.

Joel Cooper recited the 25 year history of the Disability Resource Center which was first organized as the
Kalamazoo Center for Independent Living. The movement started with the inspiration of the Civil Rights
movement in the 1960s, especially with the work of Ed Roberts at Berkley.

The Kalamazoo Disability Resource Center has become the first stop for the disabled and their families.
They have several Advocacy Teams working on social change in a number of areas. On August 17%, the
Center will celebrate its 25" anniversary in Bronson Park.

Rotary Program: Copenhagen RI Conference and Our Goals for 2006-2007

-President Drew Elliott reported on the RI session — the first in a Scandinavian country. The Past RI
President in his welcome said the Fins in summer fish, drink, and make love. In winter they don’t fish.
The theme of the conference was Bridging the World. The session included representatives from 142 of
the 160 with Rotary Clubs. Betty Ongley joined Drew and Kim in Copenhagen.

-Frank Devlyn, RI Past President adopted a slogan of “Every Rotarian, Every Year” for continued support
for the Rotary Foundation. This is intended to follow-up on the initial Paul Harris Fellowship gifts. Drew
set a Club average goal of $52 per member for the 2006-07 year.

-The session emphasized literacy programs including the work of Sister Ethyl in South Africa. A club in
Missouri supplies her with books and support. Drew set our work in Kalamazoo in Reading to
Children and international book shipments as another goal.

-Membership in Rotary continues to decline and if allowed to continue, the Club will probably not survive
30 years. We need to make our Club relevant to the snowboarding generation. Drew set a goal of 20 new
members to bring our Club to 271 members.

-Clean water was the focus of the sessions fourth day. Our district had a booth on the biosand filter.
When shipped by the container load, these filters only cost $26 each and can save families from serious
diseases. Drew set our clean water goal as providing one filter per member in the next year.

-Pres Drew concluded by urging us to invigorate the organization and to be more than Rotarian in Name
Only. Indeed, he threatens a No Rhino’s campaign. He urges us to have fun with the theme of the new RI
President — Lead the Way!
