Program:
STEVE DUISTERHOF introduced the program of Rotary’s Clean Water Project (we give this
instead of a pen to guest speakers).  Three clubs joined to sponsor the project from District 6360: 
Lakeshore Club, St.Joe – Benton Harbor and Benton Harbor Sunrise.  Terry Allen and Charles
Jesperson (both past presidents of their clubs) were the presenters.  They have raised $51,000 to
date and will write a grant for matching funds from the District Foundation to purchase bio-sand
filters machines for clean water for the Dominican Republic for the Children’s Safe Water Project. 
This is also a top priority project for the current president of Rotary International.  A trip is
planned for February 9-16 to the Dominican Republic.  A child dies every 15 seconds in the world
because of unsafe drinking water.

These filter systems are simple, easy to use and make, no power is required, low cost, low
operating cost and low maintenance.  They are currently in use around the world.  They will last
fifty years and cost just $60 each.
