Rotarian KEITH ROE then commented
on the impact of illiteracy on the county.  He noted that the burst to expand vocabulary is over by
the start of school.  It has to be nurtured pre-school and neglecting this opportunity would be a
terrible thing.  Thanks again to all the volunteers and readers that help this community project
thrive.
