Janice Brown, Superintendent of Kalamazoo Schools introduced the Promise Week and the new logo of “the

Promise of a Greater Kalamazoo” — the entire community must get excited about it. There are many benefactors
in all ways. Bob Jorth — head of the Kalamazoo Promise — feels he has the best job in town. Enrollment in
Kalamazoo Schools is up 1,000 students: in grades 1-9, coming from 88 different communities, 32 states and
some foreign countries which bring new dollars to the community. Currently there are 320 students in the
Promise — 70% plan to stay in the community. This has helped the real estate market, and new jobs have come
into Kalamazoo. The original and current intent is economic development. Michelle from the Upjohn Institute
has been assigned the job of creating a Promise scorecard to measure and evaluate the progress of the program.
She expects to write a book due out in 2008. There is multi-faceted potential as well as economic benefit:
human and social capital. 50% of the land is outside the city. There is a critical need for support services for
the students similar to the Strive Program. Pam Kingery also has info on how you can help through Kalamazoo
Communities in Schools.
